The 100th Annual Holy Convocation of the Church of God in Christ brought more than 40,000 COGIC Saints to
Memphis and the MCCC. Presiding Bishop Charles Blake led the Convocation this year.

The Memphis Symphony Orchestra continues to attract record crowds at its Cannon Center performances which
included Handel’s Messiah with the Symphony Chorus. This is the 2" annual presentation of the Messiah organized and
sponsored by the Memphis Based Orphanos Foundation, which benefits orphanages in Central and South America. Also
playing at the Cannon Center this past fall were The Doodlebops, Jeffery Dunham, The Moscow Ballet’s Nutcracker, J.
Anthony Brown, Junie B. Jones and Theater Classic Productions.

The Staff of the Memphis Cook Convention Center has adopted Carnes Elementary as its Adopt-a-School and for
the 4th Annual Books for Bikes Drive was able to collect enough bicycle donations and funds to provide 60 new bicycles to
the school’s 1st through 5th graders. “We created Books for Bikes as a way to help encourage the kids at the school to read,”
said Pierre Landaiche, SMG’s General Manager at the Convention Center.

Carnes Elementary Principal, Terry Boone and his staff monitored his student’s efforts. “We tracked each student
and the number of books they read through our Accelerated Reader Program,” he said. “This year 300 students participated
and they read a record number of books — more than 3,200!”
